SIMPLE SEARCH 

ADVANCED SEARCH 

• Advanced Search allows users to use specific 
search instructions and to limit searches .  

• Enter search terms in one or more text boxes.   

• Note how each search box handles the entered 
search terms.    

• Simple Search searches for keywords, scripture citations, or 
combinations of keywords and scripture citations. 

Keyword Searches are combined as follows: Scripture Citations are entered as follows:  

• More than one keyword is searched using the 
Boolean operator AND. 

• Book of Bible, substituting a specific book, 
searches an entire book of the Bible; ex. Book 
of Genesis. 

• To search an exact phrase, put quotation 
marks around the phrase. 

• Book followed by chapter searches only for a 
specific chapter; ex. Genesis 12 

 • Book followed by a range of chapters; ex. 
Genesis 12-50 

  

Combining Keyword and Scripture Citation 
Searches: 

Enter a keyword followed by a scripture citation to 
limit a search to a specific passage; ex. love John

SEARCH RESULTS 

OBTAINING ARTICLES  

• Use Journals/E-Journals on the Library website 
to search for a specific publication at the Jessie C. 
Eury Library in print or find full text in another     
database. 

• If Jessie C. Eury Library does not have the article, 
click on Interlibrary Loan and fill out the             
Interlibrary Loan Request form for Articles. 

⇒ Allow at least 3-5 days for article requests to arrive 
at the Jessie C. Eury Library.

• Click the box to the left of each record.   

• To view the selected citations, click View. 

TO WORK WITH RESULTS LATER 

While viewing selected citations:  

• Click on E-mail in and enter your email address 
in the form. 

• Click on Print and then OK in your browser Print 
box. 

• Click on Save and then select Save to Disk  to 
save to your personal computer or USB drive as 
a text file. 

Search results are returned in a list showing: 

• Author • Title 

• Source • Date, Volume, Issue 

• Click a citation view the full abstract.
