Over and above the annual fund goal, yearly and lifetime dues-paying members continue to
escalate with an all-time high of nearly 1,200 total participating alumni, resulting in $10,475
in alumni dues revenue. Another $3,500 was received in engraved brick sales, as the brick
sidewalk continues to be an on-going project. The brick walkway project is primarily
responsible for the early payout on the mortgage of the Alumni and Visitors’ Center.

Responding to the challenge of their annual commitment,
the Alumni Association pledged to raise $130,000 for LCCS
for the fiscal year 2000-01. This challenge was met and
exceeded with alumni gifts equaling $155,795, which was
